Under the Lord’s grace and providence, we have
been running the schools for 20 years, with more than 2,100 local school students, 500
international school students, and 400 university students, totaling around 3,000 stu-
dents. | want to thank God for His providence and grace upon our ministry, growing
from a few kindergarten students to now around 3,000 total students on our ‘Life’ cam-
pus. All these things are made possible by the grace of our God, and with the co-
operation with our fellow missionaries from various countries to serve the Lord. Without
their sacrificial prayer and labor, our Life campus would not be here today.

The city of Sihanoukville has been growing drastically over these few years. In the
morning during school hours, there is bad congestion on our main entrance road from
all the students entering in. Due to this reason, the school will need to make a new

transportation system.

There is a Mission strategy called the 4/14 Window. This strategy implies that from the
age 4 years old to 14 years old, they are more susceptible to accept the Gospel. With
this in mind, our University and affiliated school have been a vital platform to bring
many people to Christ.
